Students Picked Up After 3:30

Late Pick-Up Procedures (Elementary Buildings) As a reminder, dismissal times for our elementary
buildings are 3:10 pm or 11:20 am on half days unless your child regularly attends latchkey. While
life's complex circumstances may occasionally get in the way of a timely pick-up, you must

contact your school office and let them know you are running late. Any student who is not picked
up by 3:30 pm will be waiting in the front office, which closes @ 4:00.

The first late pick-up there will be no fee. However after the first late pick-up a $10.00 fee will be
charged for every 15 minutes after 3:30. If you have more than one child, the fee will be applied to
each child.

If a student is not picked up by 4:30 the Hazel Park Police will be contacted. If you are unable to
pick up your child on time, it is imperative that you have an alternative plan for daily dismissal, as
the office staff is not equipped to provide after school care. If you are interested in our after-
school latchkey program, please contact Joan Rybinski at (248) 658-5501 or
joan.rybinski@myhpsd.org for inquiries about latchkey.
